Target prices are UP, Ammo cost is UP (availability is down), Referee costs are UP.  This combination, added to the lingering effects of the Rona Virus, is having a negative impact on participation in Skeet Shooting. For all you die-hards, tighten your belts and prepare for another year of shooting.  
ISSA Directors voted to return to the pre-rona minimum target requirements for 2022 State Teams. Open teams and Ladies will require 800 targets in the four guns and 500 targets in doubles of which 300 must be shot in Illinois.  Juniors and Sub-Juniors will need 500 targets in the four guns and doubles of which 300 must be shot in Illinois. Shooting the state shoot is required to be considered for the state team.

The Illinois State Shoot is scheduled to be held at Peoria Skeet and Trap the weekend of August 26, 27, 28- 2022.     This shoot will be a CLOSED shoot, meaning open only to Illinois residents.  
State Shoot Registration will be mailed this year NLT 1 June, to your address found listed in the NSSA directory.  If correct address is not listed with NSSA, you still have time to update with NSSA.  The program will be available to view on the ISSA website NLT June 1.  Electronic registration will NOT be accepted this year, snail mail only.  Incomplete forms will not be processed.  It is imperative that you fill in the entire registration form, including any hat/shirt order you wish to place as well as how many guests will be attending the Saturday meal.  It is impossible to plan if you don’t know how many people to plan for.  Your cooperation is needed to make each tournament a success.

Medals for the State Shoot 2021 were ordered from NSSA at a substantial savings.  Overall satisfaction with the quality and cost of the medals dictates that ISSA will be going this route again for the 2022 State Shoot.   Class runner up and 3rd medals will be ordered by request only.
